	What was life like in a castle a long time ago?

	The land managers of Corfe Castle in Dorset are keen to renovate the site in sections as there has been substantial damage due to weather, wild animals and visitors. The site now needs to be made safe as several ‘near misses’ have happened recently. Managers wish to hire a firm to do some restoration work and make the site a safe one for a range of visitors.
	The Wood and Stone team in the firm Reclamations have been asked by the company owner to take on the commission-it will mean staying on site for a period of time and out of the tourist season.

This one is better done as a classroom discussion-drama could be used but not MoE necessarily-the notion of danger and what makes an area risky to live in is one that needs careful thinking. If it’s about traffic calming or pedestrianising –OK but in areas if Basildon for example children being safe from abuse or cruelty could be hard to tackle. Better done through discussions as I say on that one? 
	Recreation ground/shopping centre

Design Company called ‘Dreams Work’ who specialise in helping communities design where they live to transform it to a new vision. OR


	Local residents who have won a lottery grant to transform their neighbourhood-making it ‘better/safer/more interesting to live in’ for children the elderly and disabled as well as mothers and fathers.
	Health and Safety Officers

Design Team who have been invited to help the local people make the dream a reality.
	Labels, reading maps, making maps, talk, interviews, research.

	Where in the world is Barnaby Bear?

Again-dramatic methods could be used-BB in role leaving messages etc. BB could send SOS’s that need responding to in a role play area or as a class exploration.


	A company who specialise in tracking ‘people’ across the world to ensure they are safe and in good health. They are well known for being in the right place at the right time………..


	BB’s carers-they are happy to see him go all over the world but need to be sure he will be safe on the travels planned.

	Non – chronological report, world maps, labelling, thinking, predicting, and researching what’s going on in the place where BB is at present, collaborative discussion and reports- working out a strategy for safety.

	How can we improve the area we see from our window?
	A firm of landscape designers called ‘Transform for the Earth’ Ltd specialising in ecological planning and transformation regarding locality and where people live.
	Town planners from Essex CC have asked local people to be involved in an experiment where they look through their favourite window and ask the question-‘what needs improving when I look out of my window?’ They have asked TfE to engage in the work and explain to local people what the purpose and benefits could be.
	A team from TfE Ltd are to be approached to help manage a local house to house investigation in order to summarise what people want to see changed in their local community. The team will then create a list of priorities and draw up draft plans to address them.
	Non- chronological reports. Interviews and questioning. Researching the locality and recording views. Writing reports and logs of visits to local houses.

	Weather around the world

	Travel agency ‘Sun and Adventure’ want to have a display in all their outlets in the UK and France that advises travellers going to far places on holiday or exploring or both, about suitable clothing. They are particularly interested in visual displays using modern technology-within reason.


	Teams of clothes designers from All Weathers clothes company who know the likely weather challenges throughout the world.
	Research-local customs, using world maps. Finding out and reporting to others. Making displays using found information. Labelling, creating texts (fictional/non-fictional) interviewing, recording in notated forms, group discussions and enquiry,

	A crack team of specialist explorers called ‘World Routes’ are driven by values of conservation care and respect for the past.
	The Regional representative from Chockhoe in Iruvia-a land where strife famine and now an earthquake seem to be common place at the present time. However the earthquake has unearthed the entrance to a huge underground cavern reported to be a lost city and perhaps still habitable for the people in the region who have lost so much. There may be other benefits to the people for example-water/employment/tourism and so on.
	The firm will be asked to take on the exploration of the caverns with a view to helping the representative report to the Iruvian High Council of Elders who are willing but hard up for cash………………
	Persuasive language, map reading, investigative discourse, current affairs in Asian earthquake learning.

In this centre the givens are:

There is a building that has many uses and is on the Orwell river edge.

People who work in the centre are those who care and are trained in maintaining the life of the river’s animal species.

Equipment is a mixture of old and modern.

All centre staff have to be able to swim.

All centre staff must attend training events on navigation and boat handling.

Currently-there are proposals to rebuild the centre nearer the harbour of Ipswich Dock.

Calls are recorded on answerphone-although several staff have asked about employing an admin person.

The centre has a range of cages and hutches for animals that have been injured.

The centre does not yet have its own vet-though many staff are as expert as a vet and have national recognition for their expertise.

Security of the building is minimal-as often staff have to stay over night to care for particular animals and wild fowl.


	Wild life conservation group ‘River Sanctuary Ltd.’ They create, maintain and manage the right habitat for all water based mammals along and in the river Orwell and Deben.

There are 2 centres-one in each river. The teams are very close and often visit each other for advice and interest.

Both teams have contacts with the harbour authorities, police, schools in the locality and the Environment Agency.

The centres are funded by a temporary short term British Heritage grant that is due to end in 2007. 

The centre opened in 1997 by the Queen Mother on her way to Sandringham- who was keen to see the work widely publicised. Security was very tight and caused some local people to write to the papers.


	1. Police have asked the centre to be on the lookout for illegal immigrants travelling at night from the docks to the shore.

2. Otters have been bred from a farm in Essex to be reintroduced to the rivers in Suffolk.

3. A farmer keen on swans has asked for a team to take an injured swan into care following the finding of the animal in a barn.

4. The mysterious death of a number of seagulls has been noticed by the harbour authorities who have contacted the centre for advice.
	Highly trained conservationists with a range of equipment whose task it is to keep the river replenished with animals from a range of habitats.

They also have to know how to help people understand that the delicate ecology needs to be respected and protected from the effects of human activity.

The centre has a building made as far as possible from ecological materials-and can house educational visits from schools and other organisations if they are booked well in advance. The centre has a set of activities that are published. Charges cover the costs only as it is not a profit making organisation.

	Asthma Concern –an agency that specialises in researching and advising people for breathing problems and reducing the causes of asthma particularly in children.
	Local parents and medical teams are increasingly concerned at the rise in the rates of asthma amongst children and want action to be taken on what they believe is the main culprit-car exhausts and environmental pollution. Agencies are to be contacted to support research and help reduce asthma in children.
	Team of researchers from AC to monitor the use of transport in the high street and assess the risk for asthma sufferers and suggest solutions.

(In the past, AC have suggested controversial answers that have made eye brows rise-especially by car owners.)
	Observation and interviews.

Recording and reporting outcomes of investigations.

Comparison of data and research into asthma and car exhausts.

Alternative views-local businesses, cyclists, e users of shops. 

	A contrasting UK locality
